If you are coming to just horse camp when there’s not an Event going on, send in your $20.00 per 
person nonrefundable deposit plus box stalls or livestock panels must be prepaid too. If bringing your 
own small portable corral, the price to use it is $12.00 per night; your own picket line usage is $8.00 
per night. The price for H/C is $29.00 per rig with 2 person occupancy per night. Day Ride Only Cost =
